The Certificate in Ministerial  Studies Curriculum:  

PC 202 End of Life Ministries   
As the field of chaplaincy and hospice work increases, 
giving spiritual care to the terminally ill, their loved 
ones, and their caregivers is vitally important.

SF 203 Spiritual Healing II  
 (Triage for Spiritual Emergencies)  

The fiery energies of Spirit transform humanity in ways 
not yet addressed by mainstream medicine. Students explore the 
spiritual meaning of critical experiences happening in the world todayτ
chronic illnesses, suicide, war casualties, and near-death experiences. 

CL 203 Leadership & Teaching   
An introduction to leadership and administration of non-profit 
organizations as well as identification of personal leadership style is part  
of this course. Additionally, basic teaching practices are learned which 
equip students to facilitate their own workshops. 

CL 202 Homiletics  
The course provides the basic fundamentals of sermon/message 
preparation and delivery including structure, resources, and public 
speaking. Students write and present several sermons to receive peer 
feedback. 

CL 204 Leadership Ethics and Boundary Training  
Maintaining appropriate boundaries for clergy and anyone in leadership 
positions is crucial today. Discussing ethical issues and developing 
practical responses is also covered. 

One  elective of either:  EP 101 Numerology or EP 103 Astrology 1a  
These courses teach esoteric systems for understanding self and others. 

SP 201 Philosophy of Consciousness (Esoteric Psychology) 
This course explores the evolution of the psyche from its identity as 
personality to soul-infusion and to alignment with the Spiritual Triad. 
Study includes areas such as: universal laws, the Rays, and evolution of 
consciousness. 

SF 201 Science of Meditation II  
The course continues the seed-thought meditation with focus on 
attaining more conscious contact and use of intuition and insights 
received.  

SF 202 Spiritual Disciplines and Practices  
Important for all aspirants, developing disciplines and practices for 
personal use is the goal. These practices may include daily prayer, 
meditation, study, and service. 

RS 102 Introduction to World Religions  
In preparation for interfaith dialogue, this course 
provides the opportunity to understand different world 
religions. The goal is to experience the sameness 
underlying all true efforts to know the Divine. 

CL 201 Rituals and Liturgy 
Students are introduced to a variety of rituals for 
personal and communal transitions in the new era. 

Included are new and full moon celebrations, equinox festivals, spatial 
cleansing, and writing of liturgy for such ceremonies. 
 

The minimum timeframe for completion of this Certificate is 12 months; 
however, students proceed at their own pace and all fees are pay-as-you-go. 
Each course is three credit hours either on campus or online. 

Completion of the Certificate of Spiritual Studies curriculum is a 

prerequisite for beginning the studies toward the Certificate of 

Ministerial Studies. Ordination is obtained through Light of Christ 

Community Church, member of the International Council of 

Community Churches.  

Having accomplished the foundational studies offered 
in the curriculum for Spiritual Studies, a student often 
feels drawn to continue their studies and become an 
ordained minister. This curriculum  expands  on prior 
course work by focusing on rituals, liturgy, pastoral 

care , further meditation, and deeper esoteric studies.
